Industrial Technology (INDT)

Courses

INDT 125 Industrial Safety/OSHA 30* (3 Hours)
Prerequisites or corequisites: RDG 126 or College Reading Readiness

This course introduces the student to basic safety policies, procedures, and regulations. The student should be able to list various safety, health, and
environmental topics, and recognize the need for an ongoing safety program. Upon successful completion of this course, including attendance and
grade requirements, the students may be eligible for the OSHA General Industry Health and Safety Training card. 3 hr. lecture/wk.

INDT 155 Workplace Skills* (1 Hour)
Prerequisites or corequisites: RDG 126 or College Reading Readiness

Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to identify the job skills necessary to have a successful career in the field of his
or her choosing. Topics include listening skills, oral communication, human relations, decision making/problem solving, how to work as a team, time and
resource management, work ethics and career planning. 1 hr. lecture/wk.
