Topics include construction processes and techniques; construction
contracting; organization and scheduling; applicable codes and regulations; cost estimating; building information modeling (BIM); personnel
management and labor relations; business skills; site safety; and sustainable building fundamentals.

Graduates are ready to work as managers, inspectors, field supervisors, and estimators for general contractors and subcontractors in the commercial
construction industry. An associate of applied science degree is awarded upon the successful completion of 63 credit hours.
