Chef Apprenticeship, AAS

The chef apprenticeship program at the college is sponsored by the American Culinary Federation and the U.S. Department of Labor. The three-year
program has special admission requirements. You must be 18 years old and have a high school diploma or the equivalent.

The career program features formal course work along with the opportunity to actually practice such skills as baking, menu planning, food purchasing,
beverage control and food preparation. After job placement, you join the American Culinary Federation Educational Institute for registered apprentice
membership. Likewise, you register with the Department of Labor and will be officially indentured to supervising chefs and the sponsoring American
Culinary Federation affiliate chapter for 6,000 hours. The program consists of 75 credit hours and leads to an associate of applied science degree.
