Examples include: Radiologic Technology, Respiratory
Therapy, Physical Therapist Assistant, Occupational Therapy Assistant or Registered Nurse, AND completion of the following required courses with
a “C” or better:

Requirements for Bachelor’s Degree
Minimum of 120 semester hours of credit

Minimum of 60 semester hours from Washburn or a four-year college or university; at least 30 hours must be completed through Washburn

Minimum of 45 semester hours of credit from courses at the upper division level (300-400 numbered courses)

Minimum of 12 hours in the major must be in the upper division courses

Must complete 34-35 hours of General Education - Students transferring to Washburn, that complete the General Education requirements
required for the Associate of Arts (AA) (https://catalog.jccc.edu/archives/2025-26/degreerequirements/associate-arts/), Associate of Fine
