» Request official transcripts from all previous colleges and universities. Students who have earned fewer than 24 college credits are required to
submit a high school transcript or GED.

 Application deadline: March 1. After March 1, admission is rolling depending on availability of space.

Personal Statement:
» Approximately 500 words statement indicating the students background in art, artistic goals, and career goals.

Letters of Recommendation:
» One letter of recommendation is recommended from teachers, professional artists or employers who are familiar with your work and work ethic.

» Forms are provided but not required for recommendation.

Portfolio Evaluation:
 Portfolio review and course evaluations will be determined by an Admissions Committee.
